The Collect for Trinity Sunday

Celebrant  Almighty and everlasting God, you have given to us your servants
grace, by the confession of a true faith, to acknowledge the glory of the eternal Trinity,
and in the power of your divine Majesty to worship the Unity: Keep us steadfast in this
faith and worship, and bring us at last to see you in your one and eternal glory, O
Father; who with the Son and the Holy Spirit live and reign, one God, for ever and
ever. Amen.

The First Lesson is from the Book of Genesis, chapter 1, beginning to read at verse
1.

1 In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. * The earth was without
form and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was
hovering over the face of the waters. *> And God said, “Let there be light,” and there
was light. * And God saw that the light was good. And God separated the light from the
darkness. > God called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night. And there was
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evening and there was morning, the first day. ° And God said, “Let there be an expanse
in the midst of the waters, and let it separate the waters from the waters.” ” And God
made the expanse and separated the waters that were under the expanse from the
waters that were above the expanse. And it was so. * And God called the expanse
Heaven. And there was evening and there was morning, the second day. ° And God
said, “Let the waters under the heavens be gathered together into one place, and let the
dry land appear.” And it was so. '’ God called the dry land Earth, and the waters that
were gathered together he called Seas. And God saw that it was good. '' And God said,
“Let the earth sprout vegetation, plants yielding seed, and fruit trees bearing fruit in
which is their seed, each according to its kind, on the earth.” And it was so. '* The earth
brought forth vegetation, plants yielding seed according to their own kinds, and trees
bearing fruit in which is their seed, each according to its kind. And God saw that it was
good. ’ And there was evening and there was morning, the third day. '* And God said,
“Let there be lights in the expanse of the heavens to separate the day from the night.
And let them be for signs and for seasons, and for days and years, "° and let them be
lights in the expanse of the heavens to give light upon the earth.” And it was so. ' And
God made the two great lights—the greater light to rule the day and the lesser light to
rule the night—and the stars. '” And God set them in the expanse of the heavens to give
light on the earth, '* to rule over the day and over the night, and to separate the light
from the darkness. And God saw that it was good. '* And there was evening and there
was morning, the fourth day. *° And God said, “Let the waters swarm with swarms of
living creatures, and let birds fly above the earth across the expanse of the heavens.”
*1So God created the great sea creatures and every living creature that moves, with
which the waters swarm, according to their kinds, and every winged bird according to
its kind. And God saw that it was good. ** And God blessed them, saying, “Be fruitful
and multiply and fill the waters in the seas, and let birds multiply on the earth.” > And
there was evening and there was morning, the fifth day. ** And God said, “Let the
earth bring forth living creatures according to their kinds—Ilivestock and creeping
things and beasts of the earth according to their kinds.” And it was so. > And God
made the beasts of the earth according to their kinds and the livestock according to
their kinds, and everything that creeps on the ground according to its kind. And God
saw that it was good. ** Then God said, “Let us make man in our image, after our
likeness. And let them have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the
heavens and over the livestock and over all the earth and over every creeping thing that
creeps on the earth.” *’ So God created man in his own image, in the image of God he
created him; male and female he created them. ** And God blessed them. And God
said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the earth and subdue it, and have
dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over every
living thing that moves on the earth.” * And God said, “Behold, I have given you every
plant yielding seed that is on the face of all the earth, and every tree with seed in its
fruit. You shall have them for food. ** And to every beast of the earth and to every bird

of the heavens and to everything that creeps on the earth, everything that has the breath
of life, I have given every green plant for food.” And it was so. *' And God saw
everything that he had made, and behold, it was very good.

Sermon The Rev. Dr. Chuck Thebeau
The Nicene Creed
Celebrant Let us confess our faith in the words of the Nicene Creed:

All We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and
earth, of all that is, visible and invisible.



We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, eternally
begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God,
begotten, not made, of one Being with the Father; through Him all things were
made. For us and for our salvation He came down from heaven, was incarnate
from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For our sake He was
crucified under Pontius Pilate; He suffered death and was buried. On the third day
He rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; He ascended into heaven and is
seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the
living and the dead, and His kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the
Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified,
who has spoken through the prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic
Church. We acknowledge one Baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the
resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen.
